1. The Subject – Revelation- Unveiling, to show.  “He made it known” KJV “known” is “signify”.  Far more of the Book is to be taken literally than spiritualized.

2. Author and Date  - Apostle John, A.D. 95, Irenaeus/Polycarp/John confirms on Patmos at the end on the reign of Emperor Domitian who was murdered in A.D. 96.

3. Blessings – 1:3 the Book of Revelation is a source of Happiness.  True Happiness comes from God not from the things of this world.  Hear it and Take it to Heart, Obey it.

4. The Source – Fourfold sequence: From God to Christ, from Christ to the Angel, from the Angel to John then from John to the Churches.  True source (of all things) is from God.

5. The Trinity – “Who is, Who was and Who is to come”.  The triune nature of God.  The completeness of God.  The origin of this book is in the Trinity.

6. The Greeting – Grace and Peace, Greek method of greeting Peace is the Hebrew, To all People.  Seven Spirits is the sevenfold Spirit, seven is spiritual perfection.  Seven Ministries of the Holy Spirit (Isaiah 11:2)

7. The Savior – 1:6 Glory and Power forever.  1st coming He was despised and rejected.  2nd coming He will be adored and Worshipped.  

a. The Present Work – “He who Loves us”, present and continual action.

b. The Future Work – “Look, He is coming with the clouds”.  Christ is coming again.  Acts 1:11.  Every eye, Mark 24:30-31.
