REVELATION  Week 13
Chapter 7:1-17
During the Tribulation Period there are two groups of people that Revelation now describes: 1-The God Sealed remnant of Israel and 2-The Redeemed Gentiles.
The Church of Jesus Christ has been Raptured from the earth, but the Holy Spirit of God is still present during the Tribulation period.  The Holy Spirit holds back the evil one until God allows Satan to have control.
Intro – verses 1-3
1. The four corners – (1) North, South, East and West.
2. The four winds – (1) The winds of judgment are now held back.
3. Another Angel – (2) Higher rank than other four.
4. Harm nothing – (3) Hold back allowing the destruction.
5. Seal the Servants of God – (3) A Seal represents ownership and protection.  Another Passover will occur – protection during the Trumpet plagues to come.
Remnant Sealed – verses 4-8
1. Heard the number was 144,000 – (4) Since Abraham, there has always been a Remnant of Israel that has stayed True to God, there is a Remnant today and there will be an exact number that are present during the Tribulation.  God calls on the nation of Israel once again and gives them another opportunity to Serve their God.  They will be Evangelists during the Tribulation, they will Preach the Risen Christ.
2. 12,000 from each of the Twelve Tribes – (5-8) Judah comes first even though Reuben was the eldest.  
3. Sealed by God to be His witnesses during the Tribulation. (3)
Redeemed Gentiles – verses 9-17
1. Description – (9) A great multitude from every……white robes.
2. Location – (9) Standing before The Throne and The Lamb.
3. Action – (10) Cried out saying “Salvation belongs to our God…….”
4. Association – (11-12) All the Angels, Elders and 4 living creatures.
5. Origination – (13-14) “They have come out of the Great Tribulation.”
6. Function – (15) They serve God day and night.
7. Protection – (15) God protects them with His Tent.
8. Provision – (16-17) God will provide for them forever.
