REVELATION Week 15
Chapter 9:1-21
The last three trumpets are separated from the first four by being “woe” trumpets.  These last three trumpets describe the last ½ of the Tribulation period (3 ½ years)
1. The Fifth Trumpet – (1-11) 

a. The Fallen Star and the Abyss – (1-2) – The pit is unlocked.  The fallen star is a being and suggests Satan.

b. Demonic Torment loosed upon earth – (3-6) – The Power is unleashed.  Satan calls on all the incarcerated demons.

c. The Locusts Described – (7-10) – Like Armies, a cloud darkening the heavens, sting like scorpions, they do not eat grass, inflict agonizing nonfatal injury only to those not sealed by God for five months.  Believers are exempt from this judgment.  (Locusts similar to plague in Exodus 10)

d. The Prince Unmasked – (11) – Abaddon or Apollyon – both mean the destroyer.

2. Announcement of Two More Woes – (12) – First woe is to last 5 months, God’s wrath has not finished running its course, the next two woes will continue the disasters.  

3. The Sixth Trumpet – (13-21) – Satan’s Slaughter.  

a. The Loosing of the Four Angels – (13-15) – Evil Angels that have been bound.  They have been kept ready for this day.  To kill 1/3 of mankind.  The Euphrates River is prominent in Scripture and used as a symbol of Israel’s  enemy.  The four evil angels described here are today bound in this area of the world.

b. The Army of Two Hundred million (16-19) – This is a literal description of demonic forces with the 4 evil angels as their leaders.  Their purpose is to kill 1/3 of the human race.  This means that of those remaining after the Rapture occurs, half will be killed either by the fourth horseman of Rev. 6:8 or by this plague.

c. Man Still Unrepentant – (20-21) – Defiant Reaction.  Even though another opportunity will be given for those who were not Raptured, survived the 4th horseman and the evil army of 2 hundred million, mankind still refuses to repent, turn from their evil ways and place their Faith and Hope in God through Jesus Christ.  They will continue to Worship demons and idols, commit murder, continue with magic arts (sorcery), keep living a promiscuous sexual immoral life and theft.  All of which substantiates the lawlessness of the Tribulation Period (even though it began as world peace)
