REVELATION Week 16
Chapter 10:1-1
	Another interlude between the sixth and seventh judgment (seals, now trumpets and later bowls).  God uses these interludes to provide encouragement, comfort and remind His people that God is sovereign, He always remembers us and only with God will we be victorious.
1. The Angel – (1-2) – This is not Jesus Christ, it is another (allos) mighty angel.  Rev 1, The process is God, Jesus Christ, Angel then John.  This Angel came down from Heaven with a message for John.  Robed in a Cloud, a message of Power, Might and Majesty.  A Rainbow, the promise of God in Gen. 9.  Greek goddess Iris (rainbow) was a messenger of the gods.  Face like the sun, still not as bright as the Shechinah Glory of God.  Legs like fiery pillars, judgment burning off all impurity.  This little scroll is not completely described, but we know it is from God.  THIS IS A MIGHTY ANGEL with a powerful message. 

2. The Action – (2-3) – One foot on the Sea and one on the land, this Angel is showing authority over creation.  (1 Corinthians 10:26)  A shout to get everyone’s attention.  Voices of Seven Thunders, seven is heavenly completeness, and Thunder is judgment.  Text does not reveal what the Thunder said, but it was a mighty message from God.

3. The Answer – (4) – John was about to write what he had heard as per his instructions of 1:11 & 19 being the obedient servant he is when he heard a voice from heaven say do not write.  There are some Truths that God chooses not to reveal or will reveal in His time.  God was rewarding John with this vision; remember 1:10 “On the Lord’s Day I was In The Spirit”.  

4. The Announcement – (5-7) – Raised his right hand to heaven, taking an oath in the name of God.  God created all things, the Sovereignty of God.  No more delay, (6:10) – How long, NOW, when the seventh trumpet sounds.  God’s creative power is all encompassing, so shall be His Righteous Judgment.  The mystery, Gods plans revealed through His Prophets will begin to come to fruition with the sound of the seventh trumpet.

5. The Assignment – (8-11) – There’s that voice again, John has learned to listen to That Voice.  The Book is God’s Word is sweet as honey to the ones who read and adhere to it, yet is sour because those who deny God’s Word will be condemned.  While God’s Wrath will be bitter, God’s ultimate Victory is sweet to the believer.  Now John is told he must warn others of the judgment to come.  This is also a call for all believers that our Mission is to warn the world of our day of the imminent return of Jesus Christ.
