	Chapter 11:14-19
	The sounding of the Seventh Trumpet sets in motion the final events leading up to the Return of Jesus Christ and the ending of Satan’s dominion.  This trumpet covers an extended period of time and is not to be confused with the “Last Trumpet” in 1 Corinthians 15:52 which signifies the Rapture.  That Trumpet speaks of an event in a “Twinkling of an eye”.  This Trumpet ushers in a Period of time which unfolds gradually.
1. The Second Woe – (14) – In Rev 8:13 we meet the eagle saying “Woe, Woe, Woe”, these woes happen once in each of the last three Trumpet blasts.  Now comes the third Woe.  This also ends the second interlude where God encourages his Creation that He is in control.  

2. The Sovereignty – (15-17) – The events of the seventh trumpet may be slow to unfold on earth, but in heaven there is much Worshipping for “The Almighty”-Omniscience, “the One who is and who was” – Omnipresence and “Power”-Omnipotent.  Describes the Three major Attributes of God.  The kingdoms of this world (Satan’s), will become 1 Kingdom under Christ on His terms unlike in Luke 4:5-8 when Satan tempted Christ. The Sounding of this trumpet is also an answer to the Prayer seen in Matthew 6:10 – “Your Kingdom Come….On Earth as it is in Heaven”.  God has now taken over the earth.

3. The Rage – (18a) – Even at this point in the history of the earth, people will refuse to repent and actually be enraged-a deep seated resentment toward God.  These unbelievers will fight to their death with hostility toward the Truth and be punished with eternal damnation.  That’s pure arrogance.

4. The Plan for Judgment – (18b) – With the sounding of the seventh trumpets begins the fulfillment of the prophecy of the Great Judgment.  Not only is this a time for the “Dead to be Judged” but the Judgment will begin with the “rewarding of the Servants” first, then the destruction of those that “destroy the earth”.  The order-Servants, Prophets and Saints; Small and Great.

5.  The Temple Opened – (19) – The Ark of the Covenant represents God’s presence and Mercy.  In the OT it was the Golden Box that stood in the Holy of Holies and contained items testifying God’s relationship with Israel.  Since God is the source of vengeance, judgment will also come out from his Ark in the Holy of Holies.
The ramifications of the seventh trumpet are numerous and Powerful.  It signifies the beginning of the last events which include the seven bowl judgments, the return of Christ, the Millennial Kingdom and the Great White Throne Judgment.
